CURLY BILL AT THE OK CORRAL

Ammo required: 10 Rifle 10 Pistol 2+ Shotgun

October 2017 Wild Bunch Stage 3

BRISTOL BANK

Ammo required: 10 Rifle 15 Pistol 5 Shotgun
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Curly Bill is drunk and walking around the OK Corral in his long Johns.
He is shooting his Pistols wildly all over the place. Someone could get hurt.

Stage Procedure:

Pistols holstered with (5) rounds each HDOEC. Rifle loaded with (10) rounds, HDOEC.
Action closed staged on Horse in left bay. Shotgun open and empty staged on the table
in the center bay.

Starting Position:
Standing behind the Horse in the left bay with your hands on your Belt Buckle.
When the Shooter is ready say the line “That’s just about enough Curly”.

At the Beep, Retrieve your rifle and shoot (1) round on the Trapdoor R2 for a bonus
then alternate (9) rounds between the two Cowboys R1 & R3 in any direction. A miss
on the bonus is not a miss. Make Rifle safe and re-stage on horse. Move to center
bay. Retrieve your Shotgun and shoot the Knockdowns in any direction until down.
Make Shotgun safe and re-stage on table. Move to Right bay. With your Pistols
alternate all (10) rounds between the two Cowboys. Retrieve your long guns and

proceed to the unloading table. (4) Cowboys, (2) Knockdowns

Stage Procedure: The Wild Bunch is in trouble

Pistol: Slide forward, hammer down on an empty chamber, magazine loaded with (5) rounds
and Holstered. Two extra magazines loaded with (5) rounds each to be carried on your
person.

Rifle: Loaded with (10) Rounds, action closed, hammer down on an empty chamber staged
on center table.

Shotgun: Action closed, hammer down on an empty chamber with (4) rounds in magazine
tube staged on right table.

Starting Position:
Standing in the left bay behind the Cashiers cage with both hands on the bars.
When the Shooter is ready say the line “Pike, they are on the roof’.

At the Beep. Sweep the Cowboys from left to right then sweep the Cowboys from right to
left then dump (5) rounds on center target. Make Pistol safe (empty with slide locked back)
and re-stage on Cashier's Cage. Move to center table. Retrieve Rifle. Shoot a double tap
sweep in any direction. Make Rifle safe and re-stage on table. Move to right table. Retrieve
shotgun and shoot a (5) shot Nevada Sweep in any direction. once. Make Shotgun safe and
re-stage on table. Go back to left table and retrieve Pistol, unload and show clear. Drop
hammer and holster. Retrieve long guns and go to unload table. Your dropped magazines
will be picked up by the Brassers
